Boys & Girls Foil Individual events will be separate if there are 6 or more fencers of
each gender.

Epee and Sabre will be separate if there are 6 or more fencers of each gender. So
encourage your school mates to enter with you.

School Teams - 3 fencers per team + 1 reserve. Format will depend on how many
teams are entered. Teams may be all boys/girls or mixed as long as fencers are all from
the same school. Teams will be ranked from placings in the individual event.

Finish times will depend on the number of competitors, especially for teams events.

This competition is open to Secondary School fencers who are full/competitive
members of Fencing New Zealand and their region(Fencing MidSouth) at the time of
entry (ie: fencers who have paid their $60 affiliation fee). A membership check will be
done for all entries on Thursday 31 July.
Fencers may become members on the day of competition by filling in the membership
form and paying the appropriate fee
